The earned medallion will be on a purple ribbon.   (5 new 
members) 

 

 A Dove charm will be added to the medallion when an 
additional 3 new members are initiated with the same member 
signing the additional petitions.  (8 new members) 

 

 A Horn of Plenty charm will be added to the medallion when an 
additional 2 members are initiated with the same member 
signing the additional petitions.  (10 new members) 

 
Petitions for affiliation are not counted toward earning medallions or wreaths. 
 
NOTE:    The medallions and charms will be awarded at special events at the  
       direction of the Grand Guardian.  They may be worn with official  
               regalia if nothing is pinned to the ribbon other than official  
               membership jewelry.
