If the Daughter fails
to attend, the scholarship isforfeited and the funds awarded must be returned to the Grand Bethel of Missouri
within six (6) months of receipt.

(5) The Daughter may not have received the scholarship previously.

Each application will be reviewed and evaluated by a panel of individuals who have served the Grand Bethel of Missouri
in the past as a Grand Bethel Guardian, Associated Grand Bethel Guardian, Grand Bethel Secretary/Treasurer, Grand
Bethel Honored Queen, or as a member of the Grand Bethel Advisory Board.
