Directions to Riverchase 
 
Coming from Illinois or St. Louis: 

West on Hwy 44…just past Hwy 270…exit at Bowles Avenue. At top of ramp turn left 
at the light, crossing over the HWY. Follow Bowles Avenue to Horan Drive…fire house 
on the corner, turn left. Riverchase will be on the right—990 Horan Drive.  (Less than 1 
mile from the 270/44 intersection) 
 
Coming from the West: 

Going east on Hwy 44, past the Hwy 141 exit…Exit at Bowles Avenue, turning right 
onto Bowles, then left at Horan Drive…990 Horan Drive on the right. 
 
North or South: Take HWY 270 to Hwy 44, exit West and then follow first directions.
